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INTRODUCTION

Lee-Warner Architects, Inc., an architectural firm specializing in church facility
design and located in Annapolis, Maryland, was commissioned by Davidsonville
United Methodist Church to provide a Master Building Plan for their existing 8.33
acre site on Central Avenue in Davidsonville, Maryland . The Master Building plan
utilized a process of defining and prioritizing the present and future needs of an active,
growing Church.

Lee-Warner Architects worked with the Church Building Committee of
Davidsonville United Methodist Church to develop their architectural programmatic
needs. The Program deyeloped during the Master Building plan, incorporates
suggestions and recommendations submitted by the general membership of
Davidsonville United Methodist Church, the church department leaders, and the
building w@ﬁeg over the past few months. (The programming process serves as a
guide to achieve a functional building and means to renew dedication to the purpose of
the institutional Church). In studing tﬁe current minisitn'e_:s we find the church needs
additional square footage to meet the space requirements for current ministries with out

considering any growth. (see exhibit 'A") Futher Program study will demonstrate the
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need for additional space to support the current and future ministries and programs
with projected growth for upcoming years. (See Attachments B, C, D).
The main areas of discussion as it applies to current and future needs were, in

a broad sense, used to establish guidelines for the programming process such as:
Fellowship, Kitchen, Education, Music, Narthex, Administrative, and Support
Facilities. o

As part of the Master Building plan, a concept building and site plan were
developed to determine whether the site could meet the present and future needs of an
active community with projected growth. The new additions and renovations, (phases),
to the existing church buildings will allow Davidsonville United Methodist Church to
deliver services and ministries to the commum'ty, and allow future generations to grow

upon the foundations that have been laid.

SITE AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONCEPT

The 8.33 acre site on Central Avenue, Davidsonville Maryland, is an irregular
shaped lot zoned R-4, with approximately 285 feet along Central Avenue. The grade
is relatively flat along Central Avenue until approximately 20 feet beyond the existing
building where the grade drops ten (10) feet or more in a short distance. This part of
the property in the rear is primarily undeveloped with the exception of a road which
provides exiting onto Birdsville Road, a small gravel parking lot, a trgiler, and an
outdoor Chapel. It is thought that the trailer will be removed in the future, since it is
not in good condition. Route 214's future expansion will affect existing parking and
will prove the need for additional parking, the lower level of the site is ideal for this

expandéd parking. (See Exhibit E)
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EXISTING CONDITIONS

In starting to design a facﬂity for Davidsonville United Methodist Church, there
are several existing conditions that needed to be studied. The outcome of these studies
are reﬂectea in the design of the new addition as discussed later in the design concept.

The existing building is a mixed use occupancy (Education and Worship). (see
Exhibit ' F' for existing conditions ). It will be required to have some minor
modifications if alterations are to occur as planned in Phase I. Due to the type of
construction when an addition is added or major renovations occur, the entire building
would be required to be brought up to Code in all aspects, (handicap access for all
floors, fire resistant ratings , alarms, etc.) which would be a costly endeavor. Therefore
we have planned a new building which attaches to the existing building so major
upgrades are not required and only minor alterations will be required to the existing
building. This will help to mmumze the cost of changes to the existing building.
Another fequirement to consider during design is the appearance of the new structures.
It is important to everyone that the new structures blend with the old, maintaining the
church building's heritage and identity in any new view offered to the passing world.

These issues along with the program will help shape the new building and the

planning of the project.
